SUBJECT: Flight #4, Boredom Fighter N264JP

DATE: 30 June 1999

LOCATION:  Half Moon Bay (HAF), California

CONDITIONS:  Approx. 65( F.  Wind steady and straight down runway 30 at 10 MPH. 

OBJECTIVE:  4th  flight to determine basic flying charisterics and engine confidance.

NARITIVE:

Aircraft was preflighted with no squawks.  Oil screen housing was tightened as there was residue from a possible leak.  

Flight was planned to gain confidance in the engine and do some light formation flying for some air-to-air photos.  Photo ship was Brian Brancomb’s J-3 with my Dad, Bill, taking photos. 

Taxi and EOR checks were OK and the J-3 took the active first for departure.  At approx 1830 the J-3 departed and climbed out to the west.  After waiting on a C-172 to land, I pulled onto the active and also departed to the west.  Both of us climbed to 2000’ and I formed up on the J-3.  

Flight basically followed the coast south to Pigeon Point, indicating 110 MPH on the Garmin Pilot III.  After 20 minutes, we turned back to the north, and groundspeed immediately dropped to 50 MPH.  Strong wind that day from the north.  

The flight back was uneventful.  I reconfirmed the stall characteristics (non-event) and returned to the pattern in the middle of three others that were already there.  Landing was also eneventful.  

This flight I did notice that the right aileron is trailing in flight, approx ¾” up.  The left is approx ¼” up.  When the right aileron is faired with the trailing edge, there is a pronounced, but slow roll to the left.  Minor rigging changes may fix this problem.  I also believe that the altimeter is still off slightly, indicating  high.

Flight duration was 1.0 hours and tach time is now 4.3 hours.
