SUBJECT: Flight #5, Boredom Fighter N264JP

DATE: 4 July, June 1999

LOCATION:  Half Moon Bay (HAF), California

CONDITIONS:  Approx. 65( F.  Wind steady and straight down runway 30 at 10 MPH. 

OBJECTIVE:  5th  flight to test minor rigging changes.

NARITIVE:

Aircraft was preflighted and cowl removed again.  There is a stream of oil down the forward side of the oil tank.  It appears that the tank was repaired at some time and the oil source seems to be between tank itself and flange.  Leak is not originating from the flange/ engine interface.  The right forward flying wire was tightened 1 turn in an attempt to correct the imbalance with the left wing.

Flight was planned as a short flight to evaluate the fix to the rigging.  

Taxi and EOR checks were OK and engine is operating normally. Mag continue to be minimal and identical from left to right.

Take off was normal at 1100 Pacific.  I executed a climbout to a right hand pattern and continued to climb in the pattern to 3000 feet.  I immediately noticed, once level, that the right aileron differential is now only ½” up, as opposed to the ¾” up experienced previously.  After several turns and a stall, I returned to the pattern for a full-stop landing.

It appears that the right wing will need one more turn to completely fix the problem.  

Flight time was .3, for a total tach time of 4.6.
